Points of discussion:

· This so called “Bureau Mail Log” is the email address listed under Krista Anders name on the DEC FACT sheet.
Questions:

· Who is the Town’s main contact that is speaking with DOH and DEC?

· Who are the main people at DEC and DOH that this person is speaking with?

· Has the Town spoken with Senator Nozzolio and Assemblyman Errigo about any aspect of this contamination issue?

· Supervisor Bamann, what is the contact information for the DOH and DEC officials that you met with in Albany?

· Has anybody from the Town contacted and/or Talked with Ontario County health officials?   If so who and what is the contact information for them?

      Comments:

· I repeat my request for an “executive” mail list to be created.

· I ask each of the Town Board members to call our State representatives and key agencies contacts and request their participation.

III. Town web page and System Administrator comments:

· My web page points to the Town web page that calls itself “Town Government”

· The main web page of victorny.org does not work with all Internet browsers.   Firefox can not read the “Headlines” section at the bottom of the page.

· You should contact your Internet Service Provider and have them address this.

IV. I can not locate the Town’s Charter or Mission Statement or Bylaws on the web page.

V. I repeat my request that the Town officials postpone the April 30th referendum vote until we can get a handle on this contamination issue.
