PENDING QUESTIONS FOR DEC, DOH AND REPRESENTATIVES

1) Per #1:    If vapor testing is being extended beyond the recognized perimeter and it will begin in April: 
      A)   Why does re-sampling of homes have to wait until next year? 
      B)   What technologies will the DEC use to collect data given that the time frame is during the Spring months and not the Winter months? 

2) Per #2:   Are there any time parameters associated with the expedited water and vapor intrusion testing and reporting? 

3) Per #6:   Exactly what "provisions" have been taken to encourage the sharing of testing history at the time of property transfers? 

4) Per #8:   Madam Supervisor, as you continue with daily communications with State agencies, how do you intend to communicate with the 
                plume residents? 
      A)   Will it be on a daily basis with one or all of the citizens? 
      B)    Will it be by phone or email? 


A few questions that come to mind as I read all the news paper articles and the air sampling reports: 

1)   Will the vapor intrusion mitigation systems be placed into the home who's data shows only high levels of DCE, TCE and TCA? 
2)   If a sampling report show high levels of only one of these contaminants, will a vapor intrusion mitigation system be installed? 
3)   If any one of these contaminants are found to be high only in sub-slab air, will a vapor intrusion mitigation system be installed as a pro-active measure? 
4)  What does the DEC and DOH consider to be high numbers for each of these contaminants? 
5)  What will be done with border line cases?

1) It has been said, several times, that DEC has access to the DLS Sand & Gravel site.   I wonder what kind of access is this?   Have you drilled sampling wells (like the ones you have on the Zulsdorf property, I've seen those) on this site?   If so where are they (I can not see them while standing on the ridge)?   What are the results of these samplings?   How do they compare with the samples from my well?   Have you secured the site?  How have you secured the site?   
2) What explains my house not having vapor intrusion while having water contamination and the Turner's having vapor intrusion and no water contamination?    Does the vapor move side to side like it moves up?   Does the vapor move down? 

3) While the vapor levels are either non-existent (i.e TCE) or minimal (i.e. TCA) at my place now, could this change in the future?  What would make it change?   What scientific data/evidence do you rely on that supports it not changing? 

4) If re-sampling has to be done at my place (or any place for that matter), do we have to wait again for winter?   What other methods and technologies can be used to sample for vapor intrusion during the Spring and Summer months? 

5) How do I get a copy of the data and test results (for both the water and air)?   When will the vapor intrusion notification be sent in writing? 

6) While it is generally understood that various wells have been tested and various vapor intrusion tests have been completed, there does not seem to be any talk about soil samples.    What soil samples have been taken .. where?  What are the results of these soil samples?  How do you take a soil sample. 

7) Again, it is generally understood that one can hook up to public water supplies if their well is bad and get vapor extraction systems placed in their homes, but how is contaminated soil taken care of? 

8) Exactly how much money does the DEC and DOH have today to work on this contamination project?   Who manages this money?  Exactly how much money has been spent on this issue to date? 

9) How do I get a copy of the document that explains the legal efforts taken to date against DLS Sand & Gravel?  What State attorney worked on this?  How much did this cost the taxpayer?  Has the State or DEC placed an Environmental Property Lien on the DLS Sand & Gravel land? 

10) What date is the next DEC presentation planned for?
